Up to four unframed artworks (painting, graphic, or photograph) or four small sculptures may be
submitted per Juried Artist Member, not to exceed 18 x 24 inches image/canvas size, plus a reasonably
sized mat—and in a clear plastic sleeve if possible. Sculptures must not exceed six inches in any direction.

Paintings, graphics, and photographs must be on paper or on a canvas/board thin enough to stack safely
in a rack.

Artwork submitted must be signed, original, and recent.
Artwork must be the property of the artists of the RAA&M.
The Arts & Exhibitions Committee reserves the right to reject work that is not properly presented.

All artwork must be submitted with an affixed label on the back or underside of each piece noting the
title, size, medium, and price of each work.

ARTWORK SALES: A 40% commission will be charged on all sales made directly through the RAA&M (or
15% on any artwork sold elsewhere by the artist that a client originally saw at the RAA&M).

SHIPPING: The RAA&M will not be responsible for receiving or returning shipments of artwork unless
prior special arrangements have been made.

DUES: Artwork will NOT be displayed unless membership dues are paid. Please log in to your Wild Apricot
account to check on your dues status or email webmaster@rockportartassn.org.
